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1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1. Maidan Monitoring Information Centre (below as ‘Organization’) is voluntary public association created by free will of natural persons for realization and protection of rights and freedoms, satisfaction of common, namely economic, social, humanitarian, cultural, educational, scientific, ecological etc. interests.

1.2. Organization acts on the basis of Constitution of Ukraine, Law of Ukraine ‘On Public Associations’, other current laws of Ukraine and these Regulations.

1.3. Organization is a non-governmental, unprofitable, non-political association of citizens.

1.4. Organization acts on the basis of absence of the valuable interest of its members (participants), on the basis of free will, equal rights of its members, on the basis of self-government, electiveness and accountability of the administration, on the basis of publicity in work and according to the current legislation of Ukraine.

1.5. Organization has separate property, is entitled on behalf of its own to acquire rights of property and personal non-property rights and fulfil the duties, and to act as a plaintiff or a defendant in court. Organization has the right to open check accounts and other accounts at banking institutions both in national and in foreign currency. Organization has a seal with the Organization’s name, stamps, letterheads and other requisite, as well as its own symbols. The symbols of the Organization are to be approved by the Board of the Organization and registered according to current legislation of Ukraine.

1.6. Full name of the Organization in Ukrainian: ГРОМАДСЬКА ОРГАНІЗАЦІЯ «ІНФОРМАЦІЙНИЙ ЦЕНТР «МАЙДАН МОНІТОРИНГ». Short name of the Organization in Ukrainian: ГО «МАЙДАН МОНІТОРИНГ».
1.7. Full name of the Organization in English: MAIDAN MONITORING INFORMATION CENTRE. Short name of the Organization in English: MMIC.

1.8. Address of the Organization: 27 Chernyshevskogo Street, Kyivsky District, Kharkiv, 61002 Ukraine.

1.9. Organization cooperates with state authority institutions, local government bodies, associations of Ukrainian citizens, as well as with international organizations, institutions, foreign states organizations and authority bodies. Interference of state authority bodies, public organizations etc., or official persons, except those expressly empowered to by the law, in the activity of the Organization, is prohibited, as well as the interference of the Organization in the activity of state, public etc. organizations or official persons.

1.10. The State, its bodies or enterprises, institutions, organizations are not responsible for liabilities of the Organization, as well as the Organization is not responsible for liabilities of the State, its bodies or enterprises, institutions, organizations.

1.11. Office work of the Organization is realized according to current legislation of Ukraine.

1.12. Organization determines conditions of membership, structure, administrative procedures, creates its own material, social and cultural basis for the achievement of its declared goal independently and according to these Regulations.

1.13. Activity of the Organization is public, the information on the Organization’s activity is published regularly and in terms specified by the current legislation of Ukraine.

2. GOAL AND SPHERE OF ACTIVITY

2.1. The goal of creation and activity of the Organization (below as ‘declared goal’) is assistance in the development of civil society in Ukraine, strengthening the democracy and supremacy of law in Ukraine, deepening the European and Euro-Atlantic integration of Ukraine, spreading over the Ukrainian society the high international standards of human rights respect and basic freedoms, preventing the discrimination – as foundation of satisfaction and protection of legitimate economic, social, humanitarian, cultural, educational, scientific, ecological etc. interests of its members.

2.2. For achieving the goal, Organization sets itself such tasks and takes upon itself such spheres of the activity:

· assistance in realization and protection of constitutional rights and freedoms of its members;

· educational activity, propagation of scientific knowledge over the society, raising the common educational and cultural level of Ukrainian society;

· execution of programmes and projects to support the development of civil society, constitutional state in Ukraine, to deepen the European and Euro-Atlantic integration of Ukraine;

· monitoring of state authority and local government bodies in the domain of realization and protection of constitutional rights and freedoms;

· assistance in the establishment and widening of public dialogue and cooperation in the domain of realization and protection of constitutional rights and freedoms between state authority institutions, local government bodies, public organizations, enterprises, offices, organizations and their associations;

· assistance in the development and realization of regional and local programmes, projects and initiatives, participation in the development of state authority institutions and local government corresponding acts projects aimed at raising of social, economic and legal status of members of the Organization, other citizens and legal persons of Ukraine;

· exchange of experience, knowledge, specialists and information in the domain of realization and protection of constitutional rights and freedoms;

· cooperation with mass media, publishers, information agencies and analytical centres, cinema producers to achieve the declared goal of the Organization;

· assistance in access of people to information and knowledge in the domain of realization and protection of constitutional rights and freedoms of citizens of Ukraine;

· assistance in the development of informational infrastructure of the civil society;

· assistance in realization of right of the citizens of Ukraine, members of territorial communities of the oblast, to participate in state affairs;

· assistance in participation of members of the Organization, other citizens in educational, scientific, cultural programmes and activity in the domain of observance of constitutional rights and freedoms, protection of cultural and economic rights and interests;

· assistance in the development of legal and informational culture of the society;

· ideological, informational and organizational support on the basis of non-profitability, for physical and legal persons, non-governmental institutions as well as unprofitable and non-political organizations, other public associations that take part in execution of projects and programmes aimed at the development of civil society in Ukraine, strengthening of democracy and supremacy of law in Ukraine, deepening of European and Euro-Atlantic integration of Ukraine, i. e. at the achievement of the declared goal of the Organization;

· organization of political actions (gatherings, meetings, demonstrations, discussions etc. aimed at the achievement of the declared goal of the Organization;

· organization and realization of conferences, lectures, seminars, symposia, exhibitions, presentations, press conferences, concerts, performances, festivals, forums, other educational, scientific, cultural and artistic actions aimed at the achievement of the declared goal of the Organization;

· establishment of partner relations and international cooperation with national and foreign non-governmental and international governmental organizations, according to legislation of Ukraine and international agreements of Ukraine;

· invitation of foreign specialists to Ukraine, sending the members of the Organization overseas for realization of projects and programmes of the Organization;

· assistance in creative potential disclosure and in raising of social and economic status of members of the Organization, raising the level of their professional skills, education, knowledge and experience for achieving the declared goal of the Organization;

· development of material-and-technical basis for achieving the declared goal of the Organization.

2.3. For achieving the declared goal and for acting within the sphere of its activity, Organization, on the basis of the current legislation of Ukraine, has right to:

· carry out any activity not prohibited by law and necessary for achieving the declared goal of the Organization, and to propagate freely in any legal way information on its declared goal and activity aimed at achieving the declared goal of the Organization;

· plan, organize and execute independently all kinds of activity according to current legislation of Ukraine and these regulations;

· purchase, or receive from any legal or physical person movable and immovable property, and to dispose of it independently;

· buy, have on release or assume possession or use of material values (movable and immovable property), non-material assets (including intellectual property objects), order and pay for services, to execute other operations necessary for securing its declared activity according to current legislation of Ukraine, with the assistance of physical and legal persons created according to the law of Ukraine and other states;

· act as participant of civil relations, acquire property and non-property rights;

· represent and defend legal rights and interests of its members and other citizens at state and community institutions, courts, law-enforcement bodies, enterprises, establishments and organizations; to conduct public investigations on violations of human rights and basic freedoms without receiving profit from such activity;

· apply with proposals (observations), applications (solicitations), complaints, according to the order determined by the law, to state authorities and local government institutions, as well as to send inquiries and to receive information from state authorities and local government institutions, establishments, enterprises, organizations, their officials on questions concerned with protection of legal rights and freedoms of its members and other citizens, and aimed at the achievement of the declared goal of the Organization;

· organize and hold peaceful gatherings, meetings, demonstrations, pickets and other public actions aimed at the achievement of the declared goal of the Organization;

· get professionals, interested persons and organizations, both Ukrainian and foreign, to take part in the Organization’s activity;

· associate in leagues and other unions that are created on voluntary basis and contribute to the achievement of the declared goal of the Organization, to sign agreements on cooperation and mutual aid with other associations of citizens, right-protection organizations, non-governmental institutions, unprofitable and non-political organizations, foreign non-governmental and international governmental institutions, state authorities and local government bodies in order to achieve the declared right of the Organization;

· found enterprises, self-financing organizations, information agencies, mass media in order to achieve the declared goal of the Organization;

· carry out publishing activity and to distribute the products without the purpose of receiving profit;

· produce and distribute audio-visual products without the purpose of receiving profit;

· create, support and conduct educational, informational, scientific and technological Internet resources and software without the purpose of receiving profit;

· carry out sociological research and to distribute its results without the purpose of receiving profit;

· participate in activity of consultative and deliberative bodies created by state authority and local government institutions;

· participate in public discussions on projects of laws and normative legal acts;

· carry out monitoring and public examination, and to evaluate independently the activity of state authority institutions and local government bodies;

· popularize its name, symbols and other attributes, to spread information about activity and position of the Organization, to propagate the goal, principles and spheres of the Organization’s activity, by means of mass media as well;

· organize and participate in carrying out seminars, lectures, conferences, practical scientific research, other similar actions for achieving the declared goal of the Organization, without the purpose of receiving profit;

· exchange information and professional, practical experience with corresponding organizations in Ukraine and abroad; to collect, generalize and study, propagate the advanced world experience for achieving the declared goal of the Organization;

· support partner relations and to establish the international cooperation with national and foreign non-governmental and international governmental organizations according to laws and international agreements of Ukraine;

· invite to Ukraine foreign specialists, send the members of the Organization overseas for studying, taking part in exchanges, realization of mutual projects and programmes of the Organization, or on other purpose for achieving the declared goal of the Organization;

· participate in carrying out the government regulatory policy according to the Law of Ukraine ‘On Principles of the State Regulatory Policy in the Sphere of Economic Activity’;

· develop and realize, independently or jointly with state authority and local government institutions, non-governmental bodies and other unprofitable and non-political organizations, foreign non-governmental and international governmental organizations, projects and programmes of donations, humanitarian and technical aid according to these Regulations and current legislation of Ukraine;

· receive and distribute free of charge aids with the purpose of supporting practical realization of mutual projects and programmes according to these Regulations and current legislation of Ukraine;

· receive financial (grants and/or subgrants) or material aid from any legal or physical person, and to employ it for achieving the declared goal of the organization, to act as administrator of grants and/or subgrants and mutual projects, donation programmes, humanitarian and technical aid according to these Regulations and current legislation of Ukraine;

· support ideologically, informationally and organizationally, on unprofitable basis, physical and legal persons, non-governmental institutions, unprofitable and non-political organizations, other public associations that participate in projects and programmes aimed at development of civil society in Ukraine, strengthening the democracy and supremacy of law in Ukraine, deepening European and Euro-Atlantic integration of Ukraine, i. e. at the achievement of the declared goal of the Organization.

2.4. Organization can be performer of government work according to the current legislation of Ukraine.

2.5. Organization is not oriented to and does not make the receiving of profit its aim.

3. MEMBERS (PARTICIPANTS) OF THE ORGANIZATION, THEIR RIGHTS AND DUTIES

3.1. Organization membership is voluntary. Organization membership is individual. Member of the Organization can be person who expressed his or her wish to be a member of the Organization and is affiliated as a member (participant) of the Organization according to order prescribed with these Regulations. A member of the Organization can be any capable person who reached the age of 18.

3.2. New members are admitted under condition of their adherence to the requirements of these Regulations, on the basis of written application and, at least, two recommendations from members (participants) of the Organization, handed in at the Board of the Organization. The final decision on the affiliation is to be taken by General Meeting of the Organization with simple majority of the votes.

3.3. A member of the Organization can quit the Organization at any time on his or her own initiative, having handed in at the Board of the Organization the corresponding written application.

3.4. A member of the Organization can be expelled from the Organization in case of his or her non-observance of the requirements of these Regulations.

3.5. The founders of the Organization are its members from the date of state registration of the Organization.

3.6. Members of the Organization have right to:
· apply to the Organization for protection of their rights and interests;

· entrust the Organization with representation of their interests and protection of their rights according to the goal and the declared objective of the Organization;

· participate in General Meeting of the Organization;

· initiate convocation of special General Meeting of the Organization, on the initiative of 1/3 (one third) of the members of the Organization;

· receive information on the activity of the Organization;

· take part in all kinds of the Organization’s activity and in all actions held by the Organization, according to his or her public interests and professional qualification;

· take part in current activity and/or realization of target programmes and projects carried out by the Organization within the limits and at the expense of agreements on target financing and voluntary donations;

· express themselves freely about the Organization’s activity, introduce and defend his or her proposals about activity, development and management of the Organization;

· elect and be elected to all statutory bodies of the Organization;

· cease freely his or her membership in the Organization.

3.8. Members of the Organization are obliged to:
· observe the requirements of these Regulations and to fulfil all decisions taken by General Meeting of the Organization and administrative bodies of the Organization;

· participate in the Organization’s activity specified by these Regulations, according to his or her public interests and professional qualification;

· retain from declarations and other actions that can cause harm to the Organization;

· be present at sessions of Statutory Bodies of the Organization, in case of being a member of.

3.9. Membership of the Organization is ceased in consequence of:
· quitting the Organization on one’s own initiative, on the basis of written application handed in at the Board of the Organization;

· the death of the Organization’s member;

· expelling from the Organization according to the decision of General Meeting of the Organization.

Cessation of membership in the Organization automatically ceases the membership in the administrative bodies of the Organization: Board of the Organization and Auditing Committee/Auditor of the Organization.

3.10. Grounds for expelling from the Organization:
· violation of these Regulations’ requirements, or actions (public declarations) that discredit the Organization;

· absence more than three times at General Meeting of the Organization without reasonable excuse;

· non-participation in the Organization’s activity in the course of one year.

4. STATUTORY BODIES AND THEIR AUTHORITIES

4.1. Organization is administered by:

· General Meeting of the Organization – the highest administrative body;

· Board of the Organization – the permanent administrative body;

· Auditing Committee (Auditor) – the supervisory body of the Organization.

4.3. The General Meeting
4.3.1. The General Meeting is the highest administrative body of the Organization. The General Meeting is convoked at least one time in a year. A special General Meeting can be convoked by the Head of the Organization, the Board of the Organization, the Auditing Committee (Auditor) of the Organization, or by not less than 1/3 (one third) of the total number of members of the Organization.

4.3.2. The date, time, location and agenda of the General Meeting are to be communicated to all members of the Organization by the Head of the Organization not later than 15 (fifteen) working days before the day the General Meeting is to be held, in a way that is approved by the Head of the Organization. Observations and proposals to the agenda of the General Meeting are to be sent to the Board of the Organization in a form approved by the Head of the Organization and not later than 7 (seven) working days before the day the General Meeting is to be held.

4.3.3. At the General Meeting are to be present all members of the Organization, by taking decisions having one vote each.

4.3.4. The General Meeting is to be held in a form determined by the Head of the Organization. The General Meeting, if held in a form of conference, is legally qualified, if not less than 2/3 (two thirds) of the members of the Organization are present.

4.3.5. Decisions of the General Meeting are to be taken by simple majority of the votes (50 % plus 1 vote) of all the Organization’s members present at the General Meeting (taking into account the p. 4.3.4 of these Regulations). Decisions on alterations of these Regulations, alienation of more than 50 % of the Organization’s property, and on reorganization or liquidation of the Organization are to be taken by the majority of 3/4 (three fourths) of the votes of all members of the Organization.

4.3.6. At the General Meeting presides the Head of the Organization or – on the instructions of the Head – another member of the Board of the Organization.

4.3.7. Decisions of the General Meeting are to be registered with minutes undersigned by the Head and the Secretary of the General Meeting. Decisions taken by the General Meeting come into force from the moment of their taking, if the contrary is not determined by the General Meeting.

4.3.8. Exclusive competence of the General Meeting applies to:

· adoption of the Organization’s Regulations, alterations of and additions to the Regulations of the Organization;

· determination and approval of main and prospective spheres of the Organization’s activity and development;

· election and recall of the Head of the Organization, members of the Organizations, the Head and the members of the Auditing Committee (Auditor) of the Organization, the Auditor of the Organization;

· examination and approval of annual activity plans and budgets submitted by the Board of the Organization;

· examination and approval of long-term activity plans and budgets submitted by the Board of the Organization;

· examination and approval of reports submitted by the Board and the Auditing Committee (Auditor) of the Organization;

· making decisions on examinations of the activity of the Board of the Organization;

· making decisions on creation of enterprises, institutions and organizations for execution of statutory goals of the Organization according to the order determined by the law of Ukraine;

· consideration of any other questions about the Organization’s activity;

· realization of property right to the assets and property of the Organization.

4.4. Board of the Organization
4.4.1. Board of the Organization that consists of three persons – members of the Organization under the leadership of the Head of the Organization – is permanent administrative body of the Organization, which presides the current activity of the Organization between convocations of the General Meetings.

4.4.2. In its activity, the Board of the Organization is guided by the legislation of Ukraine and these Regulations.

4.4.3. The staff of the Board is elected by the General Meeting of the Organization for a period of 5 (five) years. Permanent employees of the Organization cannot be members of the Board.

4.4.4. Competence of the Board applies to all questions of the activity of the Organization except those that according to the law of Ukraine and these Regulations are subject to the exclusive competence of the General Meeting.

4.4.5. Competence of the Board applies to:

· forming of agendas, preparation of corresponding materials, determination of date, time and location of the next General Meeting of the Organization;

· convocation, on its own initiative, or on the initiative of the Head of the Organization, or on the initiative of the Auditing Committee (Auditor), or on the initiative of 1/3 (one third) of the Organization’s members, of special General Meeting of the Organization;

· timely notification of the Organization’s members of the agenda, date, time and location of the next General Meeting of the Organization;

· collective administration of the Organization aimed at practical ensuring of execution of the General Meeting’s decisions, realization of the declared goal and objectives of the Organization;

· development – and submission to the approval of General Meeting – of annual and long-term plans of activity and budgets of the Organization;

· development, according to the annual and long-term plans of activity approved by the General Meeting, and fulfilment of projects, programmes and actions aimed at realization of the declared goal and objectives of the Organization;

· preparation – and submission to the approval of General Meeting – of reports on the Organization’s annual and long-term activity plans and budget implementation;

· search of financial resources for securing the declared activity of the Organization;

· determining the main spheres of attraction and application of property and assets of the Organization;

· determining the forms of attraction of the Organization’s members and the necessary specialists, for realization of projects, programmes and actions aimed at realization of the declared goal and objectives of the Organization;

· formation of manning table of the Organization and the determining of permanent employees salary rates;

· disposal, according to the law of Ukraine and these Regulations, of the Organization’s property, making decisions on purchase of property and signing of the appropriate contracts;

· organization of business accounting and bookkeeping in the Organization according to the law of Ukraine;

· making decisions on joining of the Organization to associations, unions or joint projects with other persons;

· preparation – and submission for consideration of the General Meeting – of questions about creation or closing of enterprises, institutions or organizations;

· provision of the members of the Organization with information about the activity of the Organization;

· approval of specimens of seals, stamps, emblems, letterheads, symbols of the Organization;

· making decisions on the admission to and the expulsion from the Organization;

· solving those questions of the operative activity of the Organization, which, according to these Regulations, are not subject to the exclusive competence of the General Meeting or other administrative bodies of the Organization.

4.4.6. Sessions of the Board of the Organization are to be held at least 2 (two) times a year, or more often in case of necessity. The right of initiating the sessions of the Board belongs to the Head of the Organization or to the majority of the members of the Board of the Organization.

4.4.7. A session of the Board of the Organization should be recognized as competent if not less than two thirds of all members of the Board are taking part in it. Decisions of the Board of the Organization are to be taken by simple majority of the votes (50 % plus 1 vote) of all members of the Board present at the session. In case of equal distribution of the votes, the vote of the Head of the Organization is decisive.

4.4.8. In its activity, the Board of the Organization is accountable to the General Meeting of the Organization.

4.4.9. Board of the Organization renders accounts to the members of the Organization for the results of its activity one time in a year at the General Meeting of the Organization.
4.5. Head of the Organization
4.5.1. Head of the Organization is elected at the General Meeting by simple majority of the votes (50 % plus 1 vote) of the members present, for a period of 5 (five) years and is accountable in his or her activity to the General Meeting of the Organization.

4.5.2. Head of the Organization ensures the implementation of the General Meeting’s decisions and executes general management and coordination of the activity of the Board.

4.5.3. Head of the Organization is empowered to act on behalf of the Organization without special agreement, that is:

· to represent Organization in its interrelations with other public organizations, state authority institutions, other bodies, organizations and establishments;

· to open and to close accounts at bank institutions;

· to negotiate and to conclude civil agreements with the right of individual signing;

· to issue powers of attorney for making actions on behalf of the Organization;

· to sign financial, banking, procedural etc. documents and commercial papers;

· to initiate convocation of the General Meeting of the Organization;

· to inform members of the Organization about convocation of General Meeting not later than 15 (fifteen) working days before the day of holding the General Meeting.

4.5.4. Head of the Organization renders accounts to the members of the Organization for the results of his or her activity one time in a year at the General Meeting of the Organization.
4.6. Auditing Committee (Auditor) of the Organization
4.6.1. Auditing Committee of the Organization is a controlling unit of the Organization. In case when the number of members of the Organization does not exceed 10 (ten) persons, the control is exercised by the Auditor of the Organization. In case the number of the Organization’s members exceeds 10 (ten) persons, the Board of the Organization without delay initiates convocation of the General Meeting, to the agenda of which should be included the item of the Auditing Committee election.

4.6.2. Auditing Committee is elected by the General Meeting for a period of 5 (five) years and consists of three persons: the Head and two members. The members of the Board of the Organization and permanent employees of the Organization cannot belong to the Auditing Committee. The Auditor of the Organization is elected by the General Meeting for a period of 5 (five) years. Neither member of the Board nor a permanent employee of the Organization can be elected as the Auditor of the Organization.

4.6.3. Competence of the Auditing Committee (Auditor) of the Organization applies to:

· execution of control over the activity of the Organization;

· examination of reports and financial documents of the Organization, preparation of conclusions on their basis;

· carrying out auditing of the Organization’s property;

· control of accuracy of Organization’s expenses, taking into account the purpose;

· calling in independent auditors and other experts for auditing the financial activity of the Organization;

· making up liquidation balance of the Organization;

· initiation of convocation of General Meeting of the Organization.

4.6.4. Sessions of the Auditing Committee are to be held at least one time in a year, in the course of 10 (ten) working days after the announcement of the date of the holding of the General Meeting. A session of the Auditing Committee should be recognized as competent, if not less than 2/3 (two thirds) of all members of the Auditing Committee take part in it.

4.6.5. Decisions of the Auditing Committee of the Organization are to be taken by simple majority of the votes (50 % plus 1 vote). In case of the equal distribution of the votes, the vote of the Head of the Auditing Committee is decisive. The Auditor of the Organization takes decisions independently, within the limits of his or her competence determined by these Regulations.

4.6.6. Auditing Committee (Auditor) of the Organization is accountable to the General Meeting of the Organization. The Auditing Committee (Auditor) of the Organization renders accounts to the members of the Organization for the results of its activity one time in a year at the General Meeting of the Organization by means of submitting reports on audits conducted within the limits of its competence, to the General Meeting of the Organization (p. 4.6.3 of these Regulations).
4.6.7. Auditing Committee (Auditor) of the Organization should demand convocation of special General Meeting of the Organization, if there is menace to the interests of the Organization or to the interests of its members, as well as in case of violation of norms stated by these Regulations or abuse made by the Organization’s officials or members.

4.6.8. The activity of the Board of the Organization, including the Head of the Organization, is to be audited by the Auditing Committee (Auditor) of the Organization on the instructions of the General Meeting of the Organization.

5. ASSETS AND PROPERTY OF THE ORGANIZATION. ACQUISITION AND APPLICATION OF ASSETS AND PROPERTY OF THE ORGANIZATION.

5.1. To achieve the declared, according to the legislation of Ukraine, goal, the Organization is empowered to possess, utilize and dispose of assets and other property legally given to the Organization by the founders, participants and the State; acquired as membership dues; donated by citizens, enterprises, institutions and organizations; acquired as a result of the Organization’s declared activity; as well as the property purchased at the expense of own assets, handed over for temporary use (except disposing of) or on another basis not prohibited by the current legislation of Ukraine.

5.2. Organization realizes independently the rights of possession, use and disposing of the appurtenant property, assets, property and non-property rights by means of the Statutory Bodies within the limits of their competence.

5.3. Organization in no way, namely by means of the Statutory Bodies, distributes the incomes (profits) or their parts among the founders, members (participants) of the Organization, employees of the Organization (except the remuneration of their labour, charging of unified social payment), members of the Statutory Bodies of the Organization and other persons concerned with.

5.4. Organization is not responsible for the liabilities of its members. The members of the Organization are not responsible for the liabilities of the Organization, if the contrary is not stipulated by the current legislation of Ukraine.

5.5. Right of property of the Organization is realized by the General Meeting in the course of the current legislation of Ukraine and these Regulations. Individual functions of the property administration, according to the decision of the General Meeting, can be assigned to the administrative bodies or individual subdivisions of the Organization created by the General Meeting according to these Regulations, or to the public associations founded by or with the assistance of the Organization. Founders, members (participants), employees, members of the administrative bodies of the Organization and other persons concerned with, have no property rights to any objects that belong to the property of the Organization. Founders, members (participants), employees, members of the administrative bodies of the Organization and other persons concerned with, can utilize the property of the Organization free of charge for the achievement of the declared goal of the Organization, on basis of individual agreements.

5.6. All own assets and property of the Organization are oriented exclusively to the achievement of the declared goal and the objectives of the Organization, permanent employees salary payment, purchase of equipment and implements, other property and property rights, non-material and other assets necessary for the ensuring of the declared activity of the Organization, payments for services rendered and works done by legal and physical persons for the purpose of the declared goal of the Organization and execution of programmes and projects that received special financing from third persons (grants or subgrants).

5.7. All incomes (profit) of the Organization are to be utilized exclusively for the realization of the declared goal (objective) and spheres of activity determined by these Regulations, and for financing the maintenance costs of the Organization.

5.8. Organization can have any property, property and non-property rights which are the matter of property rights according to the legislation of Ukraine. Concerning the property and property rights that belong to the Organization on the basis of ownership or other property law, the Organization is empowered to do legal actions not contrary to the legislation and these Regulations.

5.9. Sources of the Organization’s property and assets are:

· assets or property received free of charge or as permanent financial aid or voluntary donations (dues, contributions, grants, subgrants given in money and/or natural form etc.);

· subventions or subsidies received from national or local budget, special national funds or in the context of technical or charitable, including humanitarian, aid, except subventions for regulation of prices of the paid services rendered by the Organization or by means of the Organization according to the current legislation of Ukraine in order to lower the level of such prices;

· other sources of assets not prohibited by the current legislation of Ukraine for unprofitable organizations;

· once-only or periodical fees, contributions from the founders and the members;

· passive incomes;

· assets or property that arrive to the Organization from the realization of its declared activity, taking into account the requirements of the Tax Code of Ukraine.

5.10. Organization cannot receive aid, or financing in any form, from political parties, political blocks, leaders of political parties and political blocks.

5.11. Organization is empowered to receive the financial aid at the expense of the state budget of Ukraine, local budgets according to the current legislation of Ukraine. Organization should render and publish accounts on proper utilization of these assets according to the current legislation of Ukraine.

5.12. Organization renders accounts to legal and physical persons for the proper utilization of assets and property received from them, according to the agreements. Organization renders accounts to legal and physical persons for the utilization of assets and property received from them without the indication of special purpose, in response of their written inquiry.

5.13. The property right of the Organization for assets is to be realized by the highest administrative body – the General Meeting. Individual functions of economic administration of assets and property of the Organization can be delegated by the highest administrative body to the Board of the Organization.

5.14. Organization, and descended from it enterprises, institutions and organizations should keep records of the operative and business accounting, maintain statistical, financial and other accounts, be registered at national tax administration and make payments to the budget on the basis and at the rate specified by the current legislation of Ukraine.

5.15. Organization is responsible for its liabilities according to the agreements it has signed, with all property that belongs to it and to which penalty can be imposed according to the current legislation.

5.16. Organization is not responsible for the liabilities of the members, and the members of the Organization are not responsible for the liabilities of the Organization and one another, if the contrary is not stipulated by the agreements concluded between them or by the law.

5.17. Inner statutory acts of the Organization can establish additional, if compared with the current legislation, labour and social benefits for the employees or individual categories of the employees.

5.18. Organization keeps business accounting, financial and statistical records, is registered at tax institutions and pays all obligatory payments to the budget according to current legislation of Ukraine. Granting the Organization with benefits, including tax benefits, is to be carried out on the basis and in accordance with procedure determined by current legislation of Ukraine.

5.19. The activity of the Organization is controlled by competent state institutions according to the current legislation of Ukraine.

6. SEPARATE SUBDIVISIONS OF THE ORGANIZATION

6.1. Organization can have separate subdivisions created according to the decisions of General Meeting of the Organization on basis of these Regulations. A separate subdivision is considered created if for it voted not less than 3/4 (three fourths) of the participants present at the General Meeting of the Organization.

6.2. Information on the created separate subdivisions of the Organization is subject to obligatory state registration.

6.3. Separate subdivisions of the Organization are not legal persons and realize their activity on the basis of these Regulations and current legislation of Ukraine.

6.4. Separate subdivisions represent the interests of the Organization and ensure the achievement of the declared goal determined by these Regulations.

6.5. A separate subdivision is administered by a director appointed with the decision of the General Meeting, who acts under power of attorney issued by the Head of the Organization.

6.6. When the activity of a separate subdivision is ceased, the property of this subdivision passes on to the Organization.

6.7. Activity of a separate subdivision should not be contrary to these Regulations.

6.8. Decisions on the cessation of the activity of separate subdivisions are to be taken at the General Meeting according to these Regulations. A separate subdivision is considered as having ceased the activity if not less than 3/4 (three fourths) of the members present at the General Meeting voted for the decision.

7. MAKING ALTERATIONS TO THE REGULATIONS

7.1. Alterations to the Regulations of the Organization are to be made according to the decision of the General Meeting.

7.2. A decision on alteration of the Regulations should be taken if not less than 3/4 (three thirds) of the members present at the General Meeting voted for the decision.

7.3. Alterations to the Regulations are subject to obligatory state registration.

8. TERMINATION OF THE ORGANIZATION

8.1. Organization is created for an indefinite period.

8.2. Organization can be terminated by way of reorganization (amalgamation, division, affiliation, transformation) or dissolution (liquidation).

8.3. In case of dissolution (liquidation) of the Organization, its property and assets, after satisfaction of creditors’ requirements, according to the decision of the General Meeting, are to be passed on for statutory or charitable purposes to another (some others) unprofitable public association of corresponding type, and in case of the absence (non-making) of such decision – are to be added to the income of budget according to the current legislation of Ukraine.

8.4. Organization can be reorganized into another unprofitable organization of corresponding type. Reorganization of the Organization into legal person that does not meet the requirements determined by the Tax Code of Ukraine for unprofitable enterprises, institutions and organizations, is not allowed.

8.5. Successor of the Organization can be one or more unprofitable organizations of corresponding type. Assets of the Organization can be added to the income of budget on the basis and according to the requirements specified for unprofitable enterprises, institutions and organizations in the Tax Code of Ukraine and other laws.

8.7. Reorganization of the Organization is to be carried out according to the decision of the General Meeting. Decision on the reorganization should be considered as taken (accepted), if not less than 3/4 (three fourths) of all Organization members voted for the decision. In the course of three working days from the day of taking the decision, the representative of the General Meeting should inform the state registration body about the taken decision. The decision about reorganization is subject to obligatory state registration.

8.8. General Meeting that decided for reorganization of the Organization, creates reorganization commission, elects the Head of the commission or entrusts the administrative body with the competence of the commission, for carrying out the reorganization of the public association as a legal person, and establishes the procedure and term of creditor requirements declaration.

8.9. Organization ceases its activity (is to be liquidated) on the basis of:

· the decision of the General Meeting voted for by not less than 3/4 (three thirds) of the total number of votes of the Organization’s members;

· the decision of court on prohibition (compulsory dissolution) of the Organization.

8.10. Decision of the General Meeting on the dissolution (liquidation) of the Organization should be considered as taken, if not less than 3/4 (three fourths) of all Organization members voted for the decision. In the course of three working days from the day of taking the decision, the representative of the General Meeting should inform the state registration body about the taken decision. The decision about dissolution (liquidation) is subject to obligatory state registration.

8.11. Decision on dissolution (liquidation) of the Organization is to be taken according to procedure specified by these Regulations. General Meeting that decided for dissolution (liquidation) of the Organization, creates liquidation commission, elects the Head of the commission or entrusts the administrative body with the competence of the commission, for carrying out the dissolution of the public association as a legal person, and establishes the procedure and term of creditor requirements declaration.

8.12. General Meeting of the Organization make decisions about utilization of assets and property of the Organization after the liquidation according to these Regulations and current legislation. The property of the Organization should be estimated according to prices actual at the moment of the liquidation, taking into account the costs of demolition.

8.13. Organization can be prohibited by the court at the suit of the competent registration body in case of violation by the Organization of articles 36 and 37 of the Constitution of Ukraine and article 4 of the Law of Ukraine ‘On public associations’. The prohibition of the Organization results in cessation of its activity according to these Regulations and current legislation, with corresponding exclusion from the Register of public associations.

8.14. In case of taking decision on prohibition of the Organization, its property, means and other assets are added, according to the decision of court, to the state budget.

9. APPEALS AGAINST DECISIONS, ACTIONS AND INACTIVITY

9.1. Members (participants) of the Organization are empowered to appeal a decision, action or inactivity of the other member of the Organization, Board of the Organization, Head of the Organization by means of a written request to:

· the Board of the Organization – in case of appeal against decisions, actions or inactivity of other members of the Organization, Board of the Organization, Head of the Organization. The Head of the Organization (and in case of appeal against him or her – another member of the Board) takes explanations from the person whose actions are under appeal and in the course of 20 (twenty) days provides written answer to the appellant. In case of rejection, the appeal can be submitted repeatedly at the next or special General Meeting of the Organization;

· the General Meeting of the Organization – in case of appeal against decisions, actions or inactivity of the Board of the Organization. The next or special General Meeting is to be convoked according to these Regulations.

9.2. In cases specified by the laws of Ukraine, against the decisions of the administrative bodies and members of the Organization, judicial complaints can be lodged.

10. CONTROVERSY SETTLEMENT

10.1. All controversies and conflicts that arise in the process of the Organization’s activity, are to be settled by means of negotiations, and in case of impossibility of such settlement they are to be settled judicially, if such a procedure is stipulated by current legislation of Ukraine.
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
